for youth who have been trafficked for sexual exploitation
The funding for this project has been provided by The Body Shop campaign to Stop Sex Trafficking of Children and Young People. The Body Shop is partnering with ECPAT-USA to support medical services for youth who have been trafficked for sexual exploitation. Funding from ECPAT-USA under this project is for youth:

· Under age 18;  

· Who have been sexually exploited, i.e., “pimped”, trafficked, prostituted, or sexually exploited 
including through “survival sex”; and

· For whom there are no other sources of funding or insufficient funding for health-related courses and classes. 
Funded courses and classes include:

· Instruction on nutrition, exercise, mental health, substance abuse, parenting, child care, reproductive health, or other needs identified by the agency or youth.

Qualifying agencies must provide medical or social services to sexually exploited youth in the United States and 
be a 501(c)(3) non-profit organization. 

Each qualifying agency must submit a Request for Funding Form to the Health Advisor of ECPAT-USA.

Approved courses and classes will be funded for the estimated cost provided by the organization. Receipts for the approved courses and classes must be submitted to ECPAT-USA after completion.  Any difference between the estimated cost of the courses and classes and the actual cost of the courses and classes  will be refunded to ECPAT-USA or may be applied to additional courses and classes  for youth served by the funded organization with prior approval from ECPAT-USA and at the discretion of ECPAT-USA. 

Each organization that receives funding under this project agrees that it will only use funding it receives from 
ECPAT-USA for the requested courses and classes as described in the Request for Funding Form. 

By submitting a Request for Funding Form, the requesting organization verifies that it meets all the qualifications for funding and will only use any funding for youth who have been sexually exploited and for the specific course(s) and class(es) requested. 

Any change in the funded courses and classes must be made in writing and approved by ECPAT-USA.
